Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

METHODOLOGY: Classes start with a presentation of the subject by the teacher, and the students are prompted to
intervene whenever there are doubts regarding the subject. In class topics shall be debated, students shall deliver their
presentations, individually or in group and doubts shall be clarified.
ASSESSMENT: It follows the methodology provided for in Regulation of FDL (Faculty of Law of Lisbon) Assessment-
written works carried out in group or individually oral presentations in group or individually, individual participation
in classrooms, written tests, participation in collective debates, etc.
