The curricular unit aims to provide in-depth knowledge on the international law of responsibility, as well as develop
interpretive skills to solve practical issues in this area. Simultaneously, we intend to develop critical and autonomous
research skills in order to prepare the students for the scientific challenges posed by the development of a
dissertation. The focus is on a concrete analysis of the issues, through the study of jurisprudence and international
practice, and not merely the normative prescriptions.

There is an emphasis on the development of capacities of independent research and on the acquisition of practical

knowledge.
Grading is structured on oral participation in class and on written tests with practical cases.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

Taking again in account the purpose of forming practical skills, such consistency is supported on the emphasis on
practical training and on the fact that the evaluation is based on the resolution of practical cases.
