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abrangente da Economia Internacional.

Aulas tedricas, aulas praticas, trabalhos individuais sobre topicos constantes do programa, discussao e
andlise de tratados e internacionais e casos, jurisprudenciais ou ndo, relevantes. A avaliacdo final
assentard na assiduidade e participacdo dos alunos nas aulas préaticas (40%) e na realizacdo de um

trabalho individual (60%) ou da frequéncia escrita (60%).

Classes will be structured so as to combine theoretical lectures with practical lectures, individual student
works about topics of the program and discussion and evaluation of relevant international treaties,
situations and jurisprudence. Final evaluation will be based in continuous evaluation (40%), an

individual student work (60%) or a written test (60%).
