Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias a desenvolver pelos estudantes)

Os objetivos da disciplina sdo habilitar os alunos a resolver os principais problemas juridicos suscitados pela venda
internacional de mercadorias e desenvolver as suas capacidades de investigacdo, de debate e de elaboragdo
cientificas.

Contetidos programaticos

0 tema da disciplina é a venda internacional de mercadorias.

A unidade curricular inicia com uma parte introdutdria sobre os modos de regulacio e as fontes, os Incoterms e os
Principios UNIDROIT; estudam-se, depois, os principais aspetos, conflituais e materiais, da venda internacional de
mercadoria, com especial énfase na Convengao de Viena sobre a Venda Internacional de Mercadorias (dmbito
espacial e material de aplicagdo, o consentimento, a forma do contrato, os direitos e obrigacdes das partes em geral,
as obrigacdes do vendedor, as obrigacdes do comprador, meios de reagdo ao incumprimento, transferéncia da
propriedade e passagem do risco; suspensao e violagdo antecipada do contrato); conclui-se com o estudo das
modalidades da venda internacional de mercadorias, por exemplo, venda documentéria, de navios, de aeronaves, de
objetos de arte, de software, de eletricidade e de produtos farmacéuticos.

Sempre que pertinente, adota-se uma perspetiva de Direito Comparado, designadamente luso-brasileira.

Demonstracdo da coeréncia dos conteidos programaticos com os objetivos da unidade curricular

Os contetudos programaticos permitem identificar os principais problemas da venda internacional de mercadorias e
aborda-los, desenvolvendo as capacidades de investigacio e elaboragio cientifica dos alunos, mediante a escolha dos
temas, a preparacdo das exposicodes, os debates e a elaboracio dos relatérios.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

As aulas principiam por prele¢des introdutdrias a cargo dos regentes e prosseguindo em regime de seminarios, com
uma participacdo ativa dos alunos. A avaliacao baseia-se numa exposicdo sobre um tema escolhido pelo aluno dentro
do programa e num relatdrio escrito sobre o mesmo tema. A participacdo nas aulas é também tida em consideracao.

Demonstragdo da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da
unidade curricular

As prelegoes introdutérias a cargo da regéncia permitem oferecer aos alunos as bases tedricas de estudo das
matérias. O regime de semindrios, com participagdo ativa dos alunos e em estreita coordena¢do com a regéncia,
complementado pelos relatérios escritos, permite desenvolver capacidades de investigacdo, debate e elaboragio
cientificas.

Learning outcomes of the curricular unit

The goals of the curricular unit are to enable students to solve the main legal problems raised by international sale of
goods and develop their scientific research, discussion and drafting skills.

Syllabus

The subject matter of the course is the international sale of goods.

The curricular unit begins with an introduction to the regulation methods and sources of law, Incoterms and
UNIDROIT principles; thereafter, the main (conflictual and material) aspects of the international sale of goods are
studied, with a special emphasis on the Vienna Convention on the International Sale of Goods (subject matter and
spatial scope of application, consent, formal validity of the contract, rights and obligations of the parties in general,
seller’s obligations, buyer’s obligations, remedies, transfer of title and transfer of risk, right to suspend performance
and anticipatory breach of contract); finally, the students will study-specific contracts of sale of goods, such as the
documentary sale; the sale of ships, airplanes, art objects, software, electricity and pharmaceutic products.

Where relevant, a comparative law perspective is adopted, namely a Portuguese-Brazilian approach.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s objectives.

The syllabus encompasses the main legal problems raised by the international sale of goods; the students will
develop their scientific research, discussion and drafting skills by preparing an oral presentation and written report
on a theme of the student’s choice and debating the other students’ themes presented in class.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Classes begin with introductory lectures given by the professors and continue in a seminar format, with active
participation from the students. The students’ evaluation is based on an oral presentation and on a written report on
a theme of the student’s choice within the syllabus of the curricular unit. The evaluation will also consider the
students’ participation in the classes.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The introductory lectures by the professors provide a theoretical basis for the study of the curricular unit syllabus by
the students. The seminar classes, with the active participation of the students in close coordination with the
professors, complemented by the written report, develop the scientific research, discussion and drafting skills of the
students.
