Tema: O Papel das Nacdes Unidas face aos Novos e Velhos Desafios a Ordem e Seguranca Globais

Subject: The Role of the United Nations in the face of New and Old Challenges to Global Order and Security

In this UC, students will be invited to study the United Nations and the Law it produces, in particular in view of the
objectives that marked its emergence as a collective security system of a new global order. After investigating the
norms that guide the decision-making process of the UN in terms of collective security, students will be invited to
investigate the role of the Security Council in terms of the peaceful resolution of disputes, the use of sanctions, the
possible role of the General Assembly and the use of so-called peacekeeping operations. Students will be encouraged
to reflect on this topic through case studies and doctrinal analysis.

7. Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s objectives:

The syllabus aims, firstly, to provide students with the basic concepts to be able to understand the functioning of the
United Nations Organization, and, subsequently, to critically analyze the role of the Organization today, especially
with regard to its maintenance of order and global security.

8. Teaching methodologies (including evaluation):
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Classes will be divided in seminars, and will require an active role from the students

classes of analysis of the competences and role of the United Nations

2. Partll will be developed through independent research: students will choose one topic related to the use of

force and then analyse it critically, both resorting to literature and to case-studies

9. Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes:

With this UC it is intended not only that the master's students know the structure, organization and principles of the
UN, but also that they investigate, autonomously, its functioning in practice. Thus, it is considered appropriate that
they investigate the specific norms that have guided the action of the United Nations in terms of preserving collective
security, as well as the emergence of some doctrines such as humanitarian intervention or the responsibility to
protect.
