Classes will follow an interactive model, encouraging student participation.
A set of readings will be indicated for each class, namely bibliographical elements.
Students will discuss themes from the program and will prepare a paper on a specific public policy.

9. Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes:

The thematic debate and elaboration of a paper on a specific public policy is adequate in view of the critical
reflection, conceptual analysis and empirical survey required for a 2nd cycle course unit.

The student is encouraged to deepen the elaboration of the work, in a scientific way, for further study in the context
of his master's degree.
