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Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias a desenvolver pelos estudantes)

Depois de mais de uma década de "otimismo democratico”, que se sucedeu ao colapso da Unido Soviética e a queda do
muro de Berlim, em que muitas Estados adotaram formas de Governo democréticas, a ultima década trouxe
interrogacgdes sobre a sustentabilidade das formas democréaticas em varias geografias.

Por um lado, as democracias geram, pela sua prdpria dindmica, forcas internas votadas a destrui-las, a desvitaliza-las
ou a adultera-las, suscitando as classicas discussdes sobre as respostas vinculadas a chamada democracia lutadora ou
combatente, ou estimulando a discussdo em torno de modelos alternativos de democracia, contrapostos a -
supostamente - deficitaria democracia representativa.

Por outro lado, o funcionamento classico da democracia é colocado em questio pela intensificagdo das possibilidades e
rapida expansao da inteligéncia artificial. Esta evolu¢do pode provocar transformacgdes significativas em varios
dominios da governacio.

Estudar-se-a o fendmeno do niimero crescente de sistemas de governo em que uma figura politica assume o papel
central de lideranca politica, ainda que persistam mecanismos de limitacao e de separagdo de poderes.

Analisam-se, por outro lado, formas de governo alternativas, autocraticas e iliberais, aparentemente consentidas ou
toleradas pelos cidadaos, porventura atraidos pela sua capacidade de satisfazer anseios coletivos e individuais, de
defender valores ditos tradicionais ou afirmar a posi¢do dos respetivos Estados numa ordem internacional em
transformacdo. Exemplos claros, a Republica Popular da China e a Russia. Exemplo eventualmente em transito, a India.
Também no espago da prépria Europa da Unido Europeia a questdo se coloca, como o mostram casos como o da
Hungria e, mais recentemente, o da Eslovaquia.

Sera dada particular atencdo ao desenvolvimento do sistema dos EUA, depois da elei¢cdo presidencial de 2024.
Observar-se-4 também o desenvolvimento da democracia na América Latina e em Africa (Paises de Lingua
Portuguesa). Depois das décadas da democratizagdo, no final do século XX, as dificuldades do desenvolvimento e da
criacdo de sociedades com menos desigualdades parecem conduzir a situa¢des de permanente ou iminente
instabilidade politica e de colapso de institui¢des politicas.

As discussoes classicas regressam inevitavelmente: sera que o sistema presidencial ou presidencialista, praticado em
quase todos os Estados daquelas Regides, é, de facto, o mais apropriado ou as alternativas semipresidenciais e até
parlamentares devem ser equacionadas? E os sistemas eleitorais, que reformas poderiam sofrer que contribuissem
para a estabilizacdo das instituicdes democraticas?

O objetivo é adquirir uma visdo global da situacdo, compreensiva e sistematica, procurando identificar o papel da
Ciéncia Politica na escolha da melhor forma de governo.

A reflexdo conjunta podera traduzir-se, como em anos transatos, na publicagdo de obra coletiva que compile os
melhores trabalhos dos participantes no seminario, caso seja produzido um nimero de trabalhos significativo.

Contetidos programaticos
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O semindrio sera subordinado ao tema “caminhos da democracia e da governabilidade em tempos de
transformacao”

Serdo propostos oito vetores principais do estudo, sem prejuizo de outros identificados no decurso do seminario,
de acordo com interesses especificos dos alunos:

1. Os fatores competitivos da democracia como forma de governo desafiada num Mundo policentrado.

2. Fragmentacdo, polarizacdo, erosdo dos sistemas partidarios classicos, volatilidade, nos sistemas politicos.
3. Inteligéncia artificial e democracia.

4. A democracia na Europa Ocidental- riscos, desafios, respostas defensivas e transformativas.

5. A democracia na América, revisitada.

6. A democracia na América Latina — revisdo da querela classica sobre qual o melhor sistema de governo na
América Latina, presidencial / presidencialista, parlamentar, semipresidencial; a importancia e impacto
dos sistemas eleitorais.

7. A democracia em Africa — o eterno regresso do big man rule?

8. A democracia nos Estados revisionistas, designadamente Russia e China: impossibilidade ou
inconveniéncia?

Funciona-se em regime de seminario, com apresentagdo de temas por parte do docente e apresentacio de trabalhos
nas aulas pelos mestrandos, com discussido subsequente.

A avaliagdo baseia-se na participagdo nas aulas (25%), na apresentagdo de trabalho (25%) e num relatério escrito
(50%).

Learning outcomes of the curricular unit

After more than a decade of “democratic optimism”, which followed the collapse of the Soviet Union and the fall of the
Berlin Wall, in which many states adopted democratic forms of government, the last decade has brought questions
about the sustainability of democratic forms in various geographies.

On the one hand, democracies generate, through their own dynamics, internal forces aimed at destroying, devitalizing
or adulterating them, raising classic discussions about the responses linked to the so-called fighting or combatant
democracy, or stimulating discussion around alternative models of democracy, opposed to the - supposedly - deficient
representative democracy.

On the other hand, the classical functioning of democracy is called into question by the intensification of possibilities
and rapid expansion of artificial intelligence. This evolution can lead to significant transformations in several areas of
governance.

The phenomenon of the increasing number of government systems in which a political figure assumes the central role
of political leadership will be studied, even though mechanisms of limitation and separation of powers persist.

On the other hand, alternative, autocratic and illiberal forms of government are analysed, apparently consented to or
tolerated by citizens, perhaps attracted by their ability to satisfy collective and individual desires, to defend so-called
traditional values or to affirm the position of the respective States in an order international transformation. Clear
examples are the People's Republic of China and Russia. Example eventually in transit, India. The issue also arises
within the European Union itself, as cases such as Hungary and, more recently, Slovakia show.

Particular attention will be given to the development of the US system after the 2024 presidential election. The
development of democracy in Latin America and Africa (Portuguese-speaking countries) will also be observed. After
decades of democratization at the end of the 20th century, the difficulties of development and the creation of societies
with less inequality seem to lead to situations of permanent or imminent political instability and the collapse of
political institutions.

The classic discussions inevitably return: is the presidential or presidential system, practiced in almost all States in
those Regions, in fact the most appropriate or should semi-presidential and even parliamentary alternatives be
considered? What about electoral systems, what reforms could they undergo that would contribute to the stabilization
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of democratic institutions?

The objective is to acquire a global, comprehensive and systematic view of the situation, seeking to identify the role of
Political Science in choosing the best form of government. Joint reflection could result in the publication of a collective
work that compiles the best works of the seminar participants.

Syllabus

according to the specific interests of the students:

1. The competitive factors of democracy as a form of government challenged in a polycentric world.

2. Fragmentation, polarization, erosion of classic party systems, volatility, in political systems.

3. Artificial intelligence and democracy.

4. Democracy in Western Europe - risks, challenges, defensive and transformative responses.

5. Democracy in America, revisited.

6. Democracy in Latin America - review of the classic dispute about which is the best system of government in Latin
America, presidential /presidential, parliamentary, semi-presidential; the importance and impact of electoral systems.
7. Democracy in Africa - the eternal return of the big man rule?

8. Democracy in revisionist states, namely Russia and China: impossibility or inconvenience?
