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Naquele que é provavelmente o seu livro mais popular, Yuval Noah Harari observa que:

“O Prémio Nobel da Paz que teria arrasado todos os prémios da paz devia ter sido entregue a
Robert Oppenheimer e aos seus colegas, que arquitectaram a bomba atdmica. As armas nucleares
transformaram a guerra entre superpoténcias num suicidio colectivo e fizeram com que fosse
impossivel procurar o dominio do mundo pela for¢a das armas.” Yuval Noah HARARI, Sapiens:
Histdria Breve da Humanidade, 23.2 ed., Elsinore, 2020, p. 435.

Sendo evidente para os principais lideres politicos a nivel mundial que ndo pode haver vencedores
ou lucros numa guerra nuclear, que as armas nucleares “tornaram a forma tradicional de resolver a
rivalidade internacional - a guerra entre as grandes poténcias - perigosamente pirrica”, ndo admira que a
“arma do comércio” tenha comegado a ser vista cada vez mais como uma alternativa atraente a forca
militar e associada amiude a questdes de seguranca nacional e politica externa, especialmente a partir do

termo da Guerra Fria. Ap6s a queda do Muro de Berlim, o criador do termo “geoeconomia” notava que:

“Parece que agora todos concordam que os métodos de comércio estdo a substituir os métodos
militares - com capital disponivel em vez de poder de fogo, inovacdo civil em vez de avanco

técnico-militar e penetragdo no mercado em vez de guarnigcdes e bases” e que “os direitos
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aduaneiros e quotas sdo como o equivalente geoecondmico das linhas fortificadas.” Edward
