 7. Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s objectives: 
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The program will provide the students a profound understanding of the main topics of International 

Economy, such as the history of economic globalization, the main theories of international trade, the 

protectionist arguments, the institutional structure, the sources of law, the relevant practices of the 

principal participants in the international economy (countries, international economic organizations, 

multinational enterprises and non-governmental organizations), the international monetary relations, etc. 

At the end of this curricular unit, students should have a historic, dynamic and global perspective of the 

International Economy.   

 

8. Teaching methodologies (including evaluation): 

Classes will be structured so as to combine theoretical lectures with practical lectures, individual 

student works about topics of the program and discussion and evaluation of relevant international 

treaties, situations and jurisprudence. 

 

9. Evaluation: 

The final assessment will be based on students' attendance and participation in practical classes (30%) 

and on the completion of a written work (70%).

The development of knowledge of the institutional framework (World Trade Organization, International
