5. Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias a desenvolver pelos estudantes):

0 aprofundamento da integracdo econémica mundial nas ultimas décadas levanta questdes relativas a viabilidade de
abordagens puramente nacionais ou regionais aos problemas globais colocados pelas praticas restritivas da
concorréncia.

7. Demonstracio da coeréncia dos contetidos programaticos com os objetivos da unidade curricular:

Os contetdos programaticos integram uma abordagem completa da aplicacdo jurisprudencial do direito da
concorréncia em Portugal, na Unido Europeia e nos Estados Unidos, tratando-se as principais areas relativas as
regras aplicaveis as empresas durante o primeiro semestre. Embora seja dada primazia a aspetos substantivos, sera
igualmente tratado o enquadramento processual de aplicagao das regras de concorréncia, de modo a permitir a
construcdo de um conhecimento mais profundo de “Law in action”. De modo a permitir uma comparacio util dos
sistemas europeu e norte-americano, serd privilegiada a metodologia da Andlise Econdmica do Direito. Durante o
segundo semestre serd aprofundada a aplicacdo do Direito da Concorréncia na economia digital (ponto 9 do
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programa) e o mesmo sera também dedicado a apresentac¢io dos projetos de relatério em aula e orientagdo da
investigacdo individual dos alunos.

8. Metodologias de ensino:

As aulas decorrem em regime de semindrio, privilegiando a discussao em aula de temas propostos pelos Regentes ou
sugeridos pelos alunos, dentro do tema geral da Unidade Curricular: O direito da concorréncia e os desafios
sociais contemporaneos: transicio digital, alteracdes climaticas e desigualdade econémica. No primeiro
semestre sera privilegiado o contacto dos alunos com os conteudos essenciais do Direito da Concorréncia, tendo em
conta os diferentes niveis de contacto dos mesmos com esta tematica. No segundo semestre, os alunos terdo ocasiio
de desenvolver esses conhecimentos aos desafios colocados pela aplicagido do Direito da Concorréncia na economia
digital, numa perspetiva interdisciplinar e comparativa.

Os alunos devem escolher um tema para o relatério escrito e submeter um breve abstract de 500 palavras a
aprovacdo pela equipa docente até 15 de dezembro de 2025, bem como submeter um abstract desenvolvido de 2500
palavras até ao dia 9 de fevereiro de 2026 (inicio do segundo semestre). As apresentacdes orais dos relatdrios
decorrerdo durante o més de marco de 2026

9. Avaliacao:

Os alunos serdo avaliados com base nos seguintes elementos:

- Preparacdo de fichas de leitura e pequenas revisodes de literatura;

- Analise de textos jurisprudenciais e doutrinais, bem como de videoconferéncias, elaboracio de sinteses e discussio
em aula;

- Realizacdo de apresentagdes orais de temas escolhidos, com discussao em aula;

- Elaboragio de relatorio escrito;

0 desempenho oral e escrito do aluno é ponderado numa nota final unitaria. O relatério escrito deve um dominio
satisfatério das principais referéncias doutrinais e jurisprudenciais e apontar eventuais pistas para futura
investigacdo, sendo a investigacdo desenvolvida objeto de orientacdo tutorial pelos regentes.

Para a conclusio desta Unidade Curricular, os alunos devem ter uma assiduidade minima de dois tergos das aulas
lecionadas, nos termos dos n.2s 7 e 9 do artigo 43.2 do Regulamento do Mestrado e Doutoramento da Faculdade de
Direito da Universidade de Lisboa.

10.Demonstracio da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular:

A consolida¢ido dos conhecimentos adquiridos e das competéncias de investigacdo devera manifestar-se na
capacidade de elaborar um relatério final escrito com cerca de 30 a 50 paginas, sobre um tema escolhido pelo aluno
dentro de uma lista previamente facultada, o qual deve revelar um dominio altamente satisfatério das principais
referéncias doutrinais e jurisprudenciais relevantes para o tema e apontar eventuais pistas para futura investigacao.

5. Learning outcomes of the curricular unit:
The growing global economic integration in the past decades raises new questions regarding the viability of purely
national or regional approaches to the global problems raised by competition restraints.
This course will study the key concepts of Competition Law in an interdisciplinary and comparative perspective, using
a Law and Economics methodology.
The course aims to attain the following outcomes:
e Tolead students to master the legal and economic concepts that underpin competition law in action, in a
dynamic and critical perspective that allows future study of these subjects;
e To develop the ability to conduct academic research on the different areas of competition law, in an
interdisciplinary context.
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For each particular topic within the programme, specific goals will be defined to serve as guidance for each
participant’s study as well as to serve as to define evaluation parameters.

7. Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s objectives:
This curricular unit syllabus integrates a comprehensive approach to competition law in Portugal and the EU as
applied by the courts, comprising all the main topics regarding the competition rules applicable to undertakings.
Although primary focus will be on substantive issues, an overall view of procedural rules will also be given, thus
enabling the development of a deeper knowledge of Law in action. The course will compare the European and U.S.
systems using a Law & Economics approach. In the second semester, topic 9 of the programme will be addressed,
applying competition law in the digital economy. The second semester will also be dedicated to the presentation of
the main research paper in class and provide individual supervision on the individual research project.

8. Teaching methodologies:

Classes are taught as a seminar, with a focus on class discussion of subjects proposed by the Professor or suggested
by students within the overall theme of the Curricular Unit: Competition law and the current social challenges:
digital transition, climate change and economic inequality. In the first semester, students will be introduced to
the essential content of Competition Law, taking into account their varying levels of familiarity with the subject. In
the second semester, they will have the opportunity to deepen this knowledge by engaging with the challenges posed
by the application of Competition Law in the digital economy, from an interdisciplinary and comparative perspective.
Students must choose a topic for their written report and submit a short abstract of 500 words for approval by the
teaching team by 15 December 2025. They must also submit an extended abstract of 2,500 words by 9 February
2026 (the start of the second semester). Oral presentations of the reports will take place during March 2026.

9. Evaluation:
Students will be assessed on the basis of the following elements:

e Preparation of reading notes and short literature reviews;

e Analysis of case law and academic texts, as well as videoconference content, with the preparation of

summaries and class discussion;

e Oral presentations on selected topics, followed by class discussion;

e Preparation of a written report.
The student’s oral and written performance will be reflected in a single final mark. The written report must
demonstrate a satisfactory command of the main doctrinal and jurisprudential references and indicate possible
avenues for future research. The research undertaken will be subject to tutorial supervision by the course lecturers.
In order to complete this course unit, students must attend at least two-thirds of the classes taught, in accordance
with paragraphs 7 and 9 of Article 43 of the Regulations for Master’s and Doctoral Programmes of the Faculty of Law
of the University of Lisbon.

10: Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes:

The consolidation of acquired knowledge and research skills should be expressed in the ability to prepare a written
paper of between 30 and 50 pages, on a topic chosen by the student. The paper should demonstrate a highly
satisfactory level of domain of the main literature and case-law relevant to the research topic and point to possible
future lines of research.
