7. Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s objectives:

The syllabus covers topics in Criminal Procedure Law and Criminal Justice.
To this end, developments must be considered not only in Portuguese-speaking legal systems, but also in other legal
systems, particularly the German, American, and English ones.

8. Teaching methodologies:

Classes follow a scientific seminar model. The initial sessions are conducted by the course instructors and serve to
present the syllabus and teaching method, explain the approach to writing scientific reports, guide students in
selecting topics, and establish the schedule for presentations and thematic lectures on the two modules. The remaining
sessions - starting in February 2026 - are dedicated to student pre-presentations and presentations of their research
work.
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9: Evaluation:

Attendance is taken at the beginning of each class, and absences (commonly referred to as “faltas”) are recorded.
Although attendance is not a component of the final grade, excessive absences may lead to exclusion from assessment.
Students are allowed to enter the classroom after the session has started, but they are expressly advised to avoid doing

so. Assessment is based on the final report to be submitted by each student, as well as on their oral participation
throughout the course.

10. Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes:

The scientific seminar model is the most suitable for an in-depth exploration of the topics, provided there is a common
denominator that fosters interest and oral participation among all students.
